Francisco Núñez with a commitment to diversity and musical excellence, and today, 

more than 1100 children of all ethnic, religious, and economic backgrounds 

participate annually through the chorus’s core after-school program and its Satellite 

program in New York City schools.  The Young People’s Chorus of New York City 

continues in residence at the 92nd Street Y, where it has been for the past 11 years, 

and at WNYC, New York public radio, where it has been the resident chorus since 

2003.
