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These live performances will be held at Rose Theater in Frederick P. Rose Hall, home of Jazz
at Lincoln Center, on February 4-6, 2010 at 8pm. Featuring lighting design and projections
of the artwork behind the performers, the concert will be a multi-media event. Pre-concert
discussions, hosted by Ken Druker, are free for ticketholders on February 4 & 6.

The Jazz at Lincoln Center Orchestra will also embark on the “Portrait in Seven Shades” U.S.
Tour in March. The band will perform selections from the suite as well as a repertoire to
include tunes by Count Basie, Mary Lou Williams and others.
