Who/What:

Drummer Matt Wilson and his Arts and Crafts ensemble with special guest Ted Nash will lead audiences through an interactive, hour-long program on the most fundamental and revolutionary component of jazz: improvisation. The ensemble will include Terrell Stafford on trumpet, Ted Nash on saxophones, Gary Versace on keyboard, and Martin Wind on bass.
In a creative twist, Wilson and the gang will compete to become the Next Improv Chef with the help of their young friend Audrey Wilson, a budding chef and food TV fanatic.  Over the course of three challenges, Audrey and the band will demonstrate the skills necessary to be a great improviser on and off the bandstand: good listening, teamwork, resourcefulness, originality, courage, kindness, and the ability to navigate inside and out of a song form.  They will be guided through the challenges by the Improv Chef Chairman, played by actor Joe Grifasi, and three fickle judges. 


Come early for a variety of family-friendly pre-concert activities at 12:15 and 2:15pm.  They include a visual arts workshop in the Varis-Leichtman Studio, an instrument workshop in which kids are invited to bring their instruments in the Nesuhi Ertegün Jazz Hall of Fame (recommended for ages 8 and up), and a playful workshop in the Noble Classroom entitled “Bill Wurtzel’s Funny Food and Jazz Improv Workshop” where Wurtzel will show families how to make creative, fun, and healthy meals using the concept of improvisation (note, no food will be involved).
