“My whole life, MY whole SOU|,
my whole spirit is to blow that horn.
I've got to do it.”

“My whole life has been happiness,” Louis Armstrong liked to say, and he managed to make
everyone who heard him feel that no matter how bad things got, everything was bound to turn
out all right. But his warm, unaffected presence sometimes masked the fact that he was also the
most influential innovator in the history of jazz.

He was born in the poorest neighborhood in New Orleans, and the story of his rise is as

astonishing, as inexplicable—and as American—as Abraham Lincoln’s. While in Fletcher
Henderson’s band in 1924 and 1925 he introduced the world to the super-syncopated
